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As patient needs and the health care system become more
complex, the demand for nurses with additional training in
leadership, management and administration is expected to grow.
In 2011, the Institute of Medicine called for nurses to achieve
higher levels of education to meet these demands.

Individual Program of Study

Your nursing academic advisor will determine the courses you
have completed and the ones that you need. Most nurses with

an associate degree need liberal arts courses (arts, history, religion,
foreign language and so on) and 24 credits of RN-BSN courses.
The total length of time to complete your BSN depends upon
how many courses you need and how many courses you take each
term.

Program Requirements

You must be a licensed registered nurse by your second semester
of study at Wittenberg. The RN-BSN Program requires
completion of 126 total credit hours, Wittenberg general
education requirements, and 30 hours of community service.

At least 32 credits must be completed at Wittenberg.

Hybrid Classes

Nursing courses are offered in a part-time, hybrid format
(“@Witt@Home”) in which most class sessions alternate meeting
in class and online. Nursing courses are usually Tuesdays and
Thursdays.

Completing the nursing major at Wittenberg requires 24 semester
credits in nursing courses:
